Degree holders of doctor of pharmacy (Pharm.D) are
qualified and competent for undertaking clinical trials /
clinical research / organized clinical trials as Pharm.D is a
clinical oriented course. The Pharm.D course curriculum
includes topics like Clinical Pharmacy, Clinical Toxicology,
Clinical Research, Clinical Pharmacokinetics &
Pharmacotherapeutic Drug Monitoring etc. Further during
the course of study students are given extensive onsite bed
training in 300 bedded hospital in the form of clerkship
(attending ward round on daily basis) and internship which
includes posting in speciality units. The students are
required to provide clinical pharmacy services to the allotted
wards as per following details -

1) Six months in General Medicine department, and
i1) Two months each in three other speciality departments.
