45.1 It was directly taken up.

45.2 It was noted that Hon'ble High Court of Judicature of Bombay Bench at Aurangabad vide

its order dt.9.5.2024 in W.P. No.4922 of 2024 filed by Sant Dnyaneshwar Bahuuddeshiya

Sevabhavi Sanstha Vs. State of Maharashta decided to stay the implementation and effect

of decision dt.12.2.2024 taken by Pharmacy Council of India. Further PCI is directed to

consider the applications of the institutions.

45.3 In compliance of above-mentioned order, it was decided that the PCI does not have

any difliculty in processing the application of the institutions if the institutions submit
the complete statutory documents (Consent of Affiliation of Examining Authority and
NOC of the State Government) required by the PCI.

45.4 It was further decided that PCI ofFrce shall convey the aforesaid decision of the PCI to the

concerned authorities and institutions.
